Shy
18-27 years old. Mezzo Soprano with a strong belt voice. Young country girl, fresh off
the farm. Gawky and unsure of herself, sweet and inexperienced.

30’s plain and respectable waitress at the Texas Twinkle Café. Alto. Wise cracking
waitress, and has a sexy side that nobody sees.
